Preference will be given to postgraduate applicants who are conducting linguistic study of the indigenous languages of Africa.

The application form is obtainable from the Postgraduate Funding Office and from the Administrative Officer in the School of Languages and Literatures in the Faculty of Humanities.  
The application form must be completed, in full, and must be submitted to the Postgraduate Funding Office 
by no later than 28 February 2012
The following supporting documentation must be submitted along with the completed application form:

a. Continuing students must attach a report reflecting your academic progress over the past year.
b. New Master’s and Doctoral students must attach two recommendations from academics with whom they have worked/have been taught during your time at University, and a copy of academic transcripts. (Please do not attach any certificates).
c. Honour’s students who graduated from other universities are required to attach a certified copy of all University academic transcripts. (Please do not attach any certificates).
Students requiring renewal of a Lestrade Scholarship are required to clearly mark the application as a renewal in the space provided on the application form and to attach a progress report (not the two recommendations required by new applicants).

3. The scholarships shall be awarded only to such students who have already shown some marked ability in linguistic study.
