The Andrew Alexander Scholarship in Historical Studies  

	The Andrew Alexander Scholarship in Historical Studies has been established by Professor and Mrs Mark Alexander in memory of their son Andrew who died tragically in a motor vehicle accident, caused by a drunk driver, in 2007.  Andrew was born in 1981 and educated in Cape Town where he completed his Matric at Wynberg Boys High School, obtaining an ‘A’ aggregate.  A committed Christian, Andrew took a gap year after leaving school and travelled to India where he worked with underprivileged children.  He commenced with his tertiary education at the University of Cape Town in 2001 when he registered for the BA degree, majoring in History and English.  Andrew achieved the degree with distinction and then continued his studies, completing the BA (Honours) degree with a 1st class pass in 2004.  In 2005 Andrew registered for the MA degree where he undertook research into the Madagascan slave trade. He was awarded his MA in 2006. Some of Andrew’s work was published in the Proceedings of an International Conference held at UCT (‘Contingent Lives’, Dec 2006), in Itinerario (31(3), 2007) and in Kronos (33, 2007).  Whilst at UCT Andrew was involved with SHAWCO as a Tutor and Programme Leader, as well as in the Students’ Christian Organisation.  In 2006 he once again travelled extensively, spending 6 months studying people and cultures in India before undertaking an overland trip through Pakistan, Iran, Turkey, Syria, Jordan and Israel.

ONE scholarship is available to a South African student who will register for full-time study for the Masters or Doctoral degree in the Department of Historical Studies at the University of Cape Town
Eligibility:

Applicant must be a deserving student of above average academic standing.  There is no restriction on race or gender.

Value and Tenure:

The Value of the bursary is R15,000 

The tenure of the award is ONE YEAR. Renewal of the scholarship for ONE further year will be considered and is dependent on the availability of funds and the satisfactory academic performance of the scholarship holder.

Conditions of Award

The successful candidate will be required to:

· Provide an interim (mid-year) progress report after the first 6 months of study, reflecting grades achieved for mid-year examinations as well as comment by the Course Convenor/Supervisor on progress.  

· Provide a full report (end-of-year) on the year’s study. 

· Submit a letter of acknowledgement to the donors.

· Repay all or part of the bursary to the University of Cape Town should she/he withdraw from the course for which the bursary has been awarded; deregister or fail to achieve the degree.

· Undertake to comply with the University’s approved policies, procedures and practices on postgraduate funding.
